Following a few months of preparatory work on various ERUA campuses, participants in the concluding meeting of the
first cycle of ERUA activities, held on October 26-27, 2023 at the Université Paris 8, will be invited to formulate demands
and suggestions fostering the transformation of our universities beyond the extractivist logic on which they remain
established. (You can find here a previous document framing how extractivism is defined in this context and collecting
previous proposals emanating from local groups.)

Participants are welcome in this workshop whether they have been involved in the preliminary stages or not, but
everyone needs to be registered in order to participate in this concluding event (registration is possible here until
October 10).

Our goal is to discuss and translate our various suggestions to improve university life into a series of concise punchy
proposals which could be assembled into one or several manifesto(es) of a few pages (each). Participants will be divided
in small (4-6 people) Writing Groups in order to produce brief statements (between 1 and 5 lines) expressing one
idea/suggestion/demand to be included in the manifesto. These statements elaborated at the Writing Group level will
be read and discussed in a plenary session, in order to be amended, sharpened, criticized, augmented, contradicted or
supplemented in a second moment of Supplementary Group writing (expected to propose commentaries on previous
propositions and/or to formulate new propositions missing from the first batch). After the workshop, this collection of
statements will be polished and edited to be made available to a wider international public (in a paper publication and/or
a website).

The workshop is organised within the framework of the European Reform University Alliance (ERUA), which comprises
five young reform universities in France, Denmark, Germany, Greece and Bulgaria. There is no participation fee for
participants from ERUA partner universities and travel and accommodation can be covered through the ERUA or Erasmus+
programme, depending on the arrangements of each institution.

Upon arrival on Thursday morning, you will be asked to register in one of the Writing Groups pre-set under the following
categories: |. Transforming Studying and Teaching; Il. Transforming Research; lll. Transforming Publication, Collaboration
and Outreach; IV. Beyond the Above, this latter category allowing everyone to propose a new topic around which to
gather a Writing Group — so feel free to think ahead and come with the Writing Group topic you find most relevant, and
good luck to attract participants around it!

More generally, the mode of organization sketched above is meant to provide our workshop with an empowering frame
for the difficult task of collective writing, but it will be open to amendments at any point, if we collectively decide to
redefine its means and goals.
